Pray that pastors will 

diligently urge 

Brethren to read→ 

the Bible, God’s 

Word.  Pray that 

individual Brethren 

will rearrange their 

priorities and include 

time to read and 

study God’s Word. 

1      Lord, we are not 

satisfied with things as 

they were in the past.  We 

pray for a fresh move of 

Your Spirit within the 

Body of Christ.  Restore 

unto us the power 

experienced by the New 

Testament church. 

2  Father, I am trying so 

very hard to move from 

self-reliance to totally 

trusting in You for 

everything.  I know that I 

can’t experience my true 

destiny until I can rely on 

You in all things. Need 

intimacy/relationship. 

3 We know that Daylight 

Savings Time ends today 

and we can prepare for it.  

We also know that Jesus 

will return one day and 

we can prepare for that 

also. Lord Jesus, 

remember us when You 

return. We worship You! 

4   Circumstances make 

someone feel they are in a 

wilderness & there are no 

visible paths out.  Lord, 

nothing is impossible for 

You.  Grant faith that will 

pave a clear way out to 

new opportunity.  Clear 

doubt from our hearts. 

5    If some of your 

situations and 

circumstances seem 

impossible, remember 

that nothing can separate 

you from the goodness of 

the Lord.  He is the light 

that never ends; He is our 

source of eternal hope. 

6  Lord Jesus, if we 

take our eyes off You, we 

are lost.  Hold us unto 

You in our journey in this 

life and surely it will be a 

more prosperous journey.  

Prosperous in living a life 

that brings glory to Your 

Holy name, and hope. 

7  We pray that with the

power of Jesus Christ, we 

will be like a cork in 

water.  Although we may 

be taken down and 

confronted by trials and 

testing, like a cork we will 

pop up to the surface as 

overcomers. 

8  Lord, continue to 

transform me amidst all 

the competing forces that 

seek to draw me away 

from You.  Lord, where 

do I fit in, what am I to 

do, and how do I get 

there.  Assure me of the 

good You want for me. 

9      Lord, we sense that 

there is a battle raging for 

youth and children in our 

communities.  Empower 

us to meet the challenge of 

reaching our young 

generation.  We pray for 

the manifestation of Your 

Spirit upon our youth. 

10 Father, as we come to 

You in confession of our 

sins, cleanse us and accept 

our praise and worship in 

spirit and in truth.  

Manifest Your Spirit 

among us and exuberance 

and joy unequalled. 

11  Pray:  Holy Father,

although I do not want to 

sin, I find myself failing 

You.  Yet You use me, a 

broken vessel, to do Your 

Kingdom work.  I am 

amazed.  Forgive me, 

empower me. Glory! 

12     Father, help me to

keep my eyes on Jesus 

who is the source of my 

power.  In times of plenty, 

keep me from pride.  In 

times of trial and need, 

give me hope and 

encouragement. 

13    Lord, help me to

make it my constant 

mission to build up and 

encourage those who are 

around me.  To remind 

myself and them of Your 

goodness and greatness. 

14 Sometimes there 

can be warfare in the 

church in the sphere of 

relationships. Satan seeks 

to divide people in the 

church.  Pray for love, 

forgiveness of offenses, 

unity and commitment. 

15   Father, Your Word 

given to us in the Bible is 

like a two edged sword.  I 

make a commitment to 

read Your Word.  Now 

use it to edify, purify and 

empower me to know and 

do Your heart’s desire. 

16  Father God, in a 

flash, help me to see my 

life priorities as I am 

living today; then, help 

me to see my priorities as 

You would have them to 

be.  Empower me Lord, to 

change what I must. 

17     Father, hear our 

praise and worship today.  

May the light of Your 

glory fill our churches 

and drive away all 

darkness.  May Your light 

overflow into our 

communities.  A bountiful 

harvest. 

18     Father help us to 

identify when our old 

thoughts and attitudes 

become a security 

blanket.  Help us to 

identify and let go of those 

things that are keeping us 

from better things You 

desire for us. Transition. 

19    Lord, strip me of 

anything that is not of 

Jesus.  By Your hand, 

hold me up as I leave 

what may be familiar and 

secure and empower me 

to enter places I have 

never been before.  Trust. 

Peace. Power. Transform. 

20     Lord, although I

don’t always experience 

the intimacy of Your 

presence, I clearly recall 

those times I did.  Keep 

me in the safety of your 

presence encouraging me 

to be alert to the devil 

who seeks to devour. 

21   Father God, we are

overwhelmed.  You so 

abundantly provide us 

with our daily bread.  

Thru Christ our Lord, 

You fill us with hope for 

life eternal.  By Your 

Holy Spirit, You give us 

power to transform. 

22  Father, I know there

are people struggling with 

spiritual needs and 

spiritual warfare in my 

congregation.  Give us 

discernment to see those 

people and then raise up 

prayer warriors who will 

reach out to lead them. 

23  Open the door to

your life to let Jesus live 

within you and pray that 

the Holy Spirit will work 

in your life in such a way 

that when you die, people 

will want to imitate you & 

will say, “Here was a true 

follower of Christ.” 

24   “Praise the Lord 

with the harp; make 

music to him on the ten-

stringed lyre.  Sing to him 

a new song;  play skilfully 

, and shout for joy.”  

Psalm 33: 2-3, (NIV).  

Lord, our best to you. 

25 How many among us 

are living in spiritual 

caves because they have 

sinned and feel unclean. 

Come forth!  The blood of 

Jesus will cleanse all.  

Fallen one, come clean; 

your destiny awaits you. 

26  Pray for the end to

bitterness among people 

in the church.  It shuts 

down the power of prayer 

and disables the flow of 

healing and outreach.  

Lord, make us sensitive, 

persistent in love. 

27 If you are a follower

of Christ, an outcalled 

one, this moment, tell 

Christ to come into your 

life.  Offer yourself as a 

vessel to use you to pour 

out His desires on those 

people around you. 

28   Father, we 

approach you on this 

special day with 

thanksgiving and praise. 

We thank You for 

undeserved blessings and 

humbly pray for 

continued blessing.  

29 Father, so many of 

our brethren are 

wandering in the 

wilderness.  Empower 

people in the church to be 

a lighthouse, a beacon 

directing them to know 

You more fully.   . 

30   Is it you? Or 

someone you know?  

Stuck in the past.  Jesus 

calls, start afresh! Come 

home to my throne of 

grace. Thank you, Jesus, 

for mercy when we do not 
deserve it. Glory!
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
