3   Father, we pray for 

an outpouring of Your 

Spirit upon our youth and 

children in our churches 

and other churches in our 

communities.  We pray 

for ministries to equip 

and disciple new believers 

among our youth. 

4  Father, impart a deep 

and affectionate passion 

to the people of Your 

church.  We are the bride 

of Christ and we pray 

that You will prepare our 

hearts and minds for this 

great promise. 

5   Lord, help us to see 

we must change from an 

inward focusing people to 

an outward focus so that 

we can stay on the path of 

transforming lives.  Help 

us to be lights to people 

walking in darkness.
